Our interdisciplinary team is led by a Certified Wound Care Specialist who works closely with our surgical consultants to
monitor acute and chronic non-healing wounds. We have the ability to perform bedside and OR surgical procedures to help
facilitate wound healing. A dietitian monitors the nutritional status of the patient. Physical and occupational therapists work
together to improve the patient’s overall functional status and assist with pain management.

Kindred Hospital Wyoming Valley is the inpatient component of the wound management continuum, providing an environment
where patients can recover from serious wounds before being discharged to home or other levels of care.
